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Board of Assistants Meeting - 3 November 2012
The Iowa Society of Mayflower Descendants Board of Assistants met on the 3™ of November 2012 at The
Reserve in Urbandale, IA. Governor Daniel Wiechmann called the meeting to order at 10:10 A. M. Those
attending the board meeting were: Daniel Wiechmann, Barbara Gregersen, Ruth Tucker, Maureen Wilson,
Bernadine McGuire, Ken Callison, Iris Erikson, Pam Manning, Danielle Knutson, Charles Harmon, and Linda
Cassmann-Randall. Governor General Bruce MacGunnigle was a guest.

The Pledge of Allegiance was lead by Ken Callison followed by a prayer.

The minutes of 25" of August 2012 Board meeting were accepted as read.

Danielle Knutson distributed the Treasurer’s report. . The report will be filed for review and is attached to the
minutes. The calling committee reported that 9 members had been dropped as a result of non-payment of dues.

Historian Pam Manning reported current membership is 363. There were 12 new members since June. Four
applications are in process and 5 have been sent to Plymouth for approval.

Ruth Tucker reported that there are currently 250 junior members. She stated that it was difficult to keep track
of members between the ages of 18 and 25.

Governor General Bruce MacGunnigle gave a brief report on the General Society. He stated that there is
“calm” at the national level. Two actions are pending at the national level: 1. Captain, Elder, Surgeon General
become members of the General Board of Assistants. This was approved to move forward to the 2014 General
Congress. 2. Update/revise the job descriptions of National Officers.

Ken and Clay Callison attended the National Board of Assistants meeting.

There was no report on the Website.

Pam Manning moved the payment of $50 be made to Mark Knutson for his work during the State Fair Parade in
August. Maurine Wilson seconded and motion carried.

The amended By-laws will be voted on at the November general meeting.

Pam Manning indicated that the computer still needs to be worked on since it will not always connect to the
internet.

The video tape of the State Fair parade produced by Fox TV has been purchased.

Linda Cassman-Randall is composing a pin map indicating the locations of Society members to help in
planning future meetings. She is working on the location of the May 2013 meeting and will put the location on
the calendar.

Maurine Wilson indicated that this is the last meeting held at the Reserve in Urbandale. We thanked her for
all the work she has done to organize the past meetings here. She will work with Linda Cassmann-Randall on a
new location for the November General meeting.

The spring Board of Assistants meeting will be on Saturday, March 2, 2013 at the Bonanza in Des Moines at
10:00 a.m.

Ken Callison presented David Leach with a certificate of appreciation for his work on the State Fair Parade
float. He also presented G. Ruth Haan an Award of Recognition and Love from the Iowa Society. Louise
Dengler was recognized for her many years of membership in the Iowa Society. Governor General MacGunnigle
was presented with the name card that was used as a greeting at the Des Moines airport. Ken led an Iowa and
Pilgrim Trivia Contest .

We currently have 249 Junior Members in lowa. Any lowa Society member may sponsor a Junior Member,
age birth to 18 years, who has a proven blood-line to a Mayflower ancestor. Dues are a one-time application fee
of $5. Sponsors can assist by forwarding any address changes to Ruth Tucker, Jr. Membership Chairman, and
assisting their Junior with appropriate documentation when making application to full membership on their 18"
birthday.

We have 8 Juniors who will age out when they reach their 25" birthday this year. If you sponsored a Junior
member, don’t let them age out. Encourage them to become adult members. The application process is the same
as for Adult members. Documents must be submitted with the application fee of $110 ($90 — application fee plus
$20 for first year dues after application is approved). This is where sponsors can help as some of their older
applications may need updating with birth, marriage, death certificates that were not needed when the sponsor
joined.

Application fees are refunded if the Junior makes application and is approved to full membership between
their 18" and 25" birthday .

In 1609 Stephen Hopkins was aboard the "Sea Venture" a ship taking passengers and cargo to Jamestown,
Virginia. The Sea Venture shipwrecked off St. Catherine's Beach during a hurricane. Stephen Hopkins survived,
traveled on to Jamestowne, Virginia, returned to England and in 1620 traveled to the new world aboard the
Mayflower with his family.

Stephen Hopkins was probably the only passenger on the Mayflower that had been to the New World
already. His time on Bermuda was an adventure that formed ideas and ideals into Hopkins life that contributed to
our current way of life in America. While on Bermuda he was sentenced to death for mutiny, spared by his
superiors, and probably inspired one of the characters in Shakespeare’s play, "The Tempest." (See below for

Visit Caleb JohnsonOs MayflowerHistory.corrhttp://mayflowerhistory.com/clothing
for concise descriptions and photos of the clothing your ancestors may
have had when they lived in Plymouth in he 16 hundreds They liked
colors and often their probate records revealed quite beautiful clothing in the
inventories of their possessions.

Have you seen photos of your ancestors when they were babies? Did they
look funny in dresses? Yes, even the boys wore dresses until they were 3 or 4
years old. In Pilgrim times boys and girls wore gowns until about age 8. Then
they wore clothing much like their mother and father. (Photos from Caleb

The women wore their hair pulled tightly back and
gathered under a coif (photo from Plimoth Plantation
website) or hat. Men may have had a felt or knit cap.
